Rooms
Twin and single rooms. These contain 
a bed (two in twin rooms), wardrobe, 
desk and chair. All rooms have been 
recently refurbished to a high standard. 

Bathrooms
Each bedroom has a shared bathroom 
(average ratio one bathroom per four 
rooms).

Communal areas
Residents have access to a TV and 
games room, which provides a great 
place for socialising and relaxation. 
The dining room can be used for quiet 
revision and study outside of meal 
times.

Internet
Wireless Internet connectivity is 
available throughout the residence 
building.

Students must check in by 2pm and 
provide their arrival details to Kaplan in 
advance.
